The Finance Committee met last 
week to take a close look at how 
we are faring near this mid-point of 
our fiscal year. We have met 
monthly since the Annual Meeting 
to keep a watchful eye on church 
finances and other trends that 
might affect our well being. The 
statistics provided by Logan Zints-
master (Treasurer) warmed our 
hearts. 
 
As of the end of April, Year to Date, 
we are slightly ahead of plan. That 
means that our tight spending and 
our sacrificial giving are working. 
This is requiring extra volunteer 
hours for our mowing teams to 
keep the grounds trimmed and 
swept; me grabbing my toolbox to 
fix broken sprinklers; an occasional 
Sunday with oil candles instead of 
cut flowers on the flower shelves; 
members contributing time and tal-
ent in all sorts of ways; and all of 
us keeping our pledges up to date. 

 
I want you to know how humbling it is 
for me to see your commitment to this 
faith community in the midst of this 
year of pay cuts, bonus freezes, lay-
offs, and deficit government budgets. 
Your fulfillment of pledge commit-
ments tells me that you feel strong in 
faith, proud of what our shared life 
brings to you and your family, and un-
willing to let anything threaten this life 
of faith from serving as the mooring 
you can tie up to as the tides shift 
around you. We are in this together, 
and I couldn’t feel more secure about 
the crew of this ship. 
 
Please remember to pray for this faith 
community to remain strong, our 
members to be protected from hard-
ship or guided through any hardship 
with God’s Grace, and our state and 
country to be guided into fiscal pru-
dence. As we begin the season of 
Pentecost, may we all have a strong 
awareness of the presence of God the 
Comforter.

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Treasurer’s Report  
The 2009 budget was prepared 
based on a strategy of careful 
cost control and paying close 
attention to receipts.  As we 
close out the first four months of 
2009, it appears that this strat-
egy is providing the desired re-
sults.  The year to date figures 
show that expenses are slightly 
under budget and income is 
above the plan.  There are eight 
months and two major fund rais-
ers, the Golf Tournament and 
the Craft Fair, remaining this 
year, so it is important that we 
cont inue to support  St . 
Stephen’s fund raisers and complete our 
pledges. 

We have also started setting aside funds for the 
new Contingency Set Aside account with a 
monthly expense charge.  For now, the cash will 

remain in the checking account to help with our 
cash flow.

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Katrina Recovery Service Project  
It has now been 3 ½ years since Hurricane 
Katrina, the worst natural disaster in U.S. history 
struck the Mississippi Gulf Coast.  Although the 
tragedy has faded from our T.V. screens and con-
sciousness, the rebuilding of homes and lives is 
far from complete.  As of December 2008 officials 
have calculated: 1,748 FEMA Trailers and 2,400 
MEMA Cottages are still in use

hands and feet of Jesus on the Gulf Coast.  Are 
you being called to come to Mississippi?
